The Byron conference at St Andrews in 2008 is fortunate to have three world famous plenary speakers, who have never previously addressed an International Byron Society Conference. 
Richard Cronin, is professor of English at Glasgow University. He is known chiefly as a Romanticist but he has written on a vast range of literary topics.

His principle publications are The Politics of Romantic Poetry: In search of the Pure Commonwealth 1798: The year of the Lyrical Ballads; Imagining India;

Colour and Experience in Nineteenth-Century Poetry; Shelley’s Poetic Thoughts; Romantic Victorians: English Literature, 1824 -1840.
Christopher Ricks, successively Professor of English at Bristol, Cambridge, and Boston Universities and Professor of Poetry at Oxford University since 2004.

He is author of very influential books on Keats and Milton (Milton’s Grand Styl; Keats and Embarrassment). He edited the Longman’s magisterial edition of Tennyson, the New Oxford Book of Victorian Verse, and the Oxford Book of English verse. He has written prolifically on a wide range of authors Including Bob Dylan and has been a fierce defender of critical principles, as opposed to critical theory.  
Susan Wolfson, has been Professor of English at Princeton since 1991. She is one of the most distinguished of contemporary Romanticists who has written well-received critical books which have altered the literary map (Formal Charges: The Shaping of Poetry in British Romanticism; Borderlines: The Shifting of Gender in British Romanticism; The Questioning Presence: Wordsworth, Keats. and the Interrogative Mode in Romantic Poetry) and major editions of Byron, Keats, Felicia Hemans, and Jane Austen. She is also the editor of the Cambridge Companion to Keats and a contributor to The Cambridge Companion to Byron.
